ORDINANCE NO. 1042

A DRAPER CITY ORDINANCE AMENDING DRAPER CITY MUNICIPAL CODE 10-
3-020 PERTAINING TO BUILDING PERMIT APPLICATION AND SECTION 10-3-140
PERTAINING TO PUBLIC IMPROVEMENTS

WHEREAS, the Draper City Municipal Code Section 10-3-020 does not provide building
permit application procedures for residential construction on existing parcels not within a
subdivision; and

WHEREAS, Section 9-27-100 of the Draper City Municipal Code requires planned street
improvements to be installed on all public street frontages as a condition of issuing a building
permit for new development or remodeling of a structure that exceeds fifty percent of the value,
when such improvements do not exist; and

WHEREAS, the City has experienced significant difficulty, lost time and expense in requesting
property owners fulfill obligations to install frontage improvements committed by deferral
agreement after initiating the agreement to defer improvement installation; and

WHEREAS, requiring frontage improvements to be installed and accepted into warranty prior to
issuing building permits could substantially delay construction starts; and

WHEREAS, establishing adequate financial security and improvement agreements with
property owners prior to issuance of building permits provides a mechanism to insure completion
of frontage improvements without unnecessary delay in building construction to the property
owner.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF DRAPER,
STATE OF UTAH, AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. Amendment. Sections 10-3-020 and 10-3-140 of the Draper City Municipal
Code relating to requiring financial security for frontage improvement installation prior to
building permit issuance are hereby amended to read as set forth in Exhibit A attached hereto and
incorporated herein by reference.

SECTION II. Repealer. Ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of
the conflict.

SECTION III. Effective Date. This Ordinance shall become effective immediately upon
passing.

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EXHIBIT A

Section 10-3-020 Application for Building Permit.

(a) Application for a buiding permit shall be made by filing with the Community Development
Department a "Building Permit Application" and supporting documents required by the Construction Codes
and other applicable laws.

(b) Building permit applications for residential construction on lots within a subdivision may be
submitted and reviewed after the subdivision has been legally recorded with the apprepriate-County
ageneyRecorder. No building permit related to any residential construction will be issued until all public
improvements related to the final subdivision have been completed, been accepted by the Engineering
Division-Bepariment-as-completed, the warranty period has begun, and/erwitheut written approval of all
public agencies involved has been received.

(c) Building permit applications for residential and non-residential construction on existing parcels
not within a subdivision shall be submitted and reviewed by the Community Development Department to
determine the requirements for Building Permit issuance. The Community Development Department shall
route applicable plans to the Engineering Division to determine frontage improvement and right-of-way
dedication provisions. The Engineering Division shall determine the presence of adequate frontage
improvements and right-of-way dedication in accordance with Section 9-27-100 and Section 9-27-110 of
this Code. The Engineering Division shall inform the Community Development Department of the
requirement and method by which frontage improvements shall be provided by the Applicant. The
Community Development Department shall inform the Applicant of the Engineering Division's
determination.

(1) Upon finding by the Engineering Division that certain frontage improvements are not
required, the Community Development Department may issue the building permit provided all other
conditions of the building permit issuance have been satisfied.

(2) Upon finding by the Engineering Division that certain frontage improvements are
required, the Building Permit Applicant shall prepare and submit improvement plan documents in
accordance with Section 17-3-030 and Section 17-4-030 of this Code. The City Engineer will
review the Applicant's submittal documents in accordance with Section 17-4-040 for compliance
with Chapter 17-3, Chapter 17-4 and Chapter 17-5 of this Code.

(3) Upon finding that the improvement plan documents for frontage improvement
installation are complete, the Building Permit Applicant shall post a form of security and enter into
an improvement agreement in accordance with the provisions of Section 17-4-070 of this Code.
Upon completion of the improvement agreement, the City Engineer shall issue an Excavation
Permit in accordance with Chapter 11-6 of this Code.

(4) Upon issuance of the Excavation Permit, the Engineering Division shall notify the
Community Development Department that the required documentation for the establishment of
